What can I log myself on Arbor?
Please log all absences on Arbor, these will then be processed in school. Any medical or contact detail updates

should also be done through Arbor. If you would like to view an attendance certificate this can be done on Ar-
bor via a browser and a pdf of the certificate can be downloaded in the ‘absence by date’ area.

What clubs are available and when/how can my child sign up?
